Creating LARP Arrows

ARROWS FOR LARPING  
Arrow Shaft Materials
 

Wooden breaks and becomes sharp and unsafe; never use wooden shafts for LARPing.
 

Graphite breaks less easily, but when it does, it splinters and is sharp, also unsafe.
 

Carbon is flexible to a point, and usually has a clean break, but no one wants to have to replace their arrows every time one gets stepped on, that's costly and unfortunate.
 

Aluminum is the best, and it's what I'll be using in this demo.  It's strong, when someone inevitably steps on your arrows, you can usually bend them back, so you won't have to keep replacing them.  If the metal gets pinched however, it will not bend back, it will just snap.
	Supplies
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	To start off, you'll need 2 pennies, an arrow, and a glue gun.

 Put as much glue down the shaft as you can.

Make sure you use allot of glue, it can't fall off
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This gives weight so it will fly better, as well as stopping it from punching through the foam.
Use outdoor carpet tape. Best 2 sided there is
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This is closed cell pipe insulation foam. Notice the foam is cut on an angle for the glue
Rolled up foam will act as a cap for the pennies
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Use two sided tape to attach this, as well as another layer of pipe insulation foam
This is what it should look like.
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Make sure it is bigger than your eye socket, or else it isn't safe.
Add a cap of soft open cell foam, shape base.
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The open cell used here is from an old couch cushion.
Cover with duct tape
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Poke holes with a pin so air can escape, and you're done!
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	Well that's it, nothing horribly complicated, but it's hard to explain without pictures.  The only other thing about boffer arrows is this.  Always bring a roll of duct tape with you to game.  The more you shoot them, the more repairs and upkeep they will require.
